1 | 414:21–23 
The Scripture declares, “The Lord He is God [good];

there is none else beside Him.” Even so, harmony is univer‐
sal, and discord is unreal. 

2 | 103:15 
The maximum of good is the infinite God and His idea,

the All-in-all. Evil is a suppositional lie. 

3 | 230:15 
Good is not, cannot be, the author of experimental sins.

God, good, can no more produce sickness than goodness

can cause evil and health occasion disease. 

4 | 127:16–19 
Christian Science reveals God, not as the author of sin,

sickness, and death, but as divine Principle, Supreme Be‐
ing, Mind, exempt from all evil. 

5  | 113:9–11, 16–25 
The fundamental propositions of divine metaphysics are

summarized in the four following, to me, self-evident 
propositions. 

1. God is All-in-all. 

2. God is good. Good is Mind. 

3. God, Spirit, being all, nothing is matter. 

4. Life, God, omnipotent good, deny death, evil, sin, dis‐
ease. — Disease, sin, evil, death, deny good, omnipotent

God, Life.  
Which of the denials in proposition four is true? Both are

not, cannot be, true. According to the Scripture, I find that

God is true, “but every [mortal] man a liar.” 

6 | 292:10 
A sinful, sick, and dying mortal is not the like‐

ness of God, the perfect and eternal. 

7  | 29:30–32 
Man as the offspring of God, as the idea of Spirit, is the

immortal evidence that Spirit is harmonious and man eter‐
nal.

10  | Mark 1:40–42 
40 And there came a leper to him, beseeching him, and

kneeling down to him, and saying unto him, If thou wilt,

thou canst make me clean.  41 And Jesus, moved with

compassion, put forth his hand, and touched him, and saith

unto him, I will; be thou clean.  42 And as soon as he had

spoken, immediately the leprosy departed from him, and

he was cleansed.

When fear disappears, the foundation of disease is gone.

9 | 525:20–22 
Everything good or worthy, God made.

Whatever is valueless or baneful, He did not

make, — hence its unreality.  

10  | 227:30 
If God had instituted material laws to govern man, dis‐

obedience to which would have made man ill, Jesus would

not have disregarded those laws by healing in direct oppo‐
sition to them and in defiance of all material conditions. 

11 | 230:1 
If sickness is real, it belongs to immortality; if true, it is

a part of Truth. Would you attempt with drugs, or without,

to destroy a quality or condition of Truth? But if sickness

and sin are illusions, the awakening from this mortal dream,

or illusion, will bring us into health, holiness, and immortali‐
ty. This awakening is the forever coming of Christ, the ad‐
vanced appearing of Truth, which casts out error and heals

the sick. This is the salvation which comes through God,

the divine Principle, Love, as demonstrated by Jesus. 

12 | 476:32–4 
Jesus beheld in Science the perfect man, who appeared

to him where sinning mortal man appears to mortals. In this

perfect man the Saviour saw God’s own likeness, and this

correct view of man healed the sick. 

13  | xi:9–14 
The physical healing of Christian Science results now, as

in Jesus’ time, from the operation of divine Principle, be‐
fore which sin and disease lose their reality in human con‐
sciousness and disappear as naturally and as necessarily as

darkness gives place to light and sin to reformation. 

14 | 392:24–32 Stand 
Stand porter at the door of thought. Admit‐

ting only such conclusions as you wish realized

in bodily results, you will control yourself harmoniously.

When the condition is present which you say induces dis‐
ease, whether it be air, exercise, heredity, contagion, or ac‐
cident, then perform your office as porter and shut out

these unhealthy thoughts and fears. Exclude from mortal

mind the offending errors; then the body cannot suffer

from them.

16 | 8:14–18 
If we feel the aspiration, humility, gratitude, and love

which our words express, — this God accepts; and it is wise

not to try to deceive ourselves or others, for “there is noth‐
ing covered that shall not be revealed.”  

17  | 316:7 
Christ, Truth, was demonstrated through Jesus to prove

the power of Spirit over the flesh, — to show that Truth is

made manifest by its effects upon the human mind and

body, healing sickness and destroying sin.  

18 | 406:6–9 
Sin will submit to Christian Science when, in place of

modes and forms, the power of God is understood and

demonstrated in the healing of mortals, both mind and

body. 

19 | 455:28–30 
This strong point in Christian Science is not to be over‐

looked, — that the same fountain cannot send forth both

sweet waters and bitter.  

20  | 354:26 (only) 
Sin should become unreal to every one. 

21 | 231:20 
To hold yourself superior to sin, because

God made you superior to it and governs man,

is true wisdom. To fear sin is to misunderstand

the power of Love and the divine Science of being in

man’s relation to God, — to doubt His government and dis‐
trust His omnipotent care. To hold yourself superior to sick‐
ness and death is equally wise, and is in accordance with

divine Science. To fear them is impossible, when you fully

apprehend God and know that they are no part of His cre‐
ation.

22 | 328:20–31 
Understanding spiritual law and knowing that there is no

material law, Jesus said: “These signs shall follow them that

believe, . . . they shall take up serpents, and if they drink any

deadly thing, it shall not hurt them. They shall lay hands on

the sick, and they shall recover.” It were well had Christen‐
dom believed and obeyed this sacred saying. 

Jesus’ promise is perpetual. Had it been given only to his

immediate disciples, the Scriptural passage would read 

you, not they. The purpose of his great life-work extends

through time and includes universal humanity. 

23 | 37:22–25 
It is possible, — yea, it is the duty and privilege of every

child, man, and woman, — to follow in some degree the

example of the Master by the demonstration of Truth and

Life, of health and holiness.  

24 | 368:10 
Against the fatal beliefs that error is as real

as Truth, that evil is equal in power to good if

not superior, and that discord is as normal as harmony, even

the hope of freedom from the bondage of sickness and sin

has little inspiration to nerve endeavor. When we come to

have more faith in the truth of being than we have in error,

more faith in Spirit than in matter, more faith in living than

in dying, more faith in God than in man, then no material

suppositions can prevent us from healing the sick and de‐
stroying error.

And she opened her eyes: and

when she saw Peter, she sat up.  41 And he gave her his

hand, and lifted her up, and when he had called the saints

and widows, presented her alive.

21 | I Corinthians 15:55, 57 thanks 
55 O death, where is thy sting? O grave, where is thy vic‐

tory?  
57 thanks be to God, which giveth us the victory through

our Lord Jesus Christ.

25  | 122:1–7 
The evidence of the physical senses often

reverses the real Science of being, and so cre‐
ates a reign of discord, — assigning seeming power to sin,

sickness, and death; but the great facts of Life, rightly un‐
derstood, defeat this triad of errors, contradict their false

witnesses, and reveal the kingdom of heaven, — the actual

reign of harmony on earth.  

26 | 142:4 
Anciently the followers of Christ, or Truth,

measured Christianity by its power over sick‐
ness, sin, and death; but modern religions generally omit all

but one of these powers, — the power over sin. We must

seek the undivided garment, the whole Christ, as our first

proof of Christianity, for Christ, Truth, alone can furnish us

with absolute evidence.  

27  | 472:24 All 
All reality is in God and His creation, har‐

monious and eternal. That which He creates

is good, and He makes all that is made. Therefore the only

reality of sin, sickness, or death is the awful fact that unreal‐
ities seem real to human, erring belief, until God strips off

their disguise. They are not true, because they are not of

God. We learn in Christian Science that all inharmony of

mortal mind or body is illusion, possessing neither reality

nor identity though seeming to be real and identical. 

28 | 406:20–25 We 
We can, and ultimately shall, so rise as to avail

ourselves in every direction of the supremacy of

Truth over error, Life over death, and good over evil, and

this growth will go on until we arrive at the fulness of God’s

idea, and no more fear that we shall be sick and die. 

29 | 427:30 
Thought will waken from its own material declaration, “I

am dead,” to catch this trumpet-word of Truth, “There is no

death, no inaction, diseased action, overaction, nor reac‐
tion.” 

30  | 384:30–1 
Sickness, sin, and death must at length quail before the

divine rights of intelligence, and then the power of Mind

over the entire functions and organs of the human system

will be acknowledged.

32 | 227:21–26

of sickness, sin, and death!” Jesus marked out the way. Citi‐
zens of the world, accept the “glorious liberty of the chil‐
dren of God,” and be free! This is your divine right.
